Impact: Direct Small Business Relief

typical business.

Reduced Fees for Many Other Small Businesses
* Retailers, supermarkets, food vendors, and more.




Additional Benefits: Beyond Fee Waivers

* Increases the Small Business Exemption (SBE)for Shared Spaces
from $2.5 million to S5 million.

 Indefinitely extends the waiver of business location and
device fees and suspends registration for San Francisco
taxi and rideshare businesses.

 Amends delinquency date, penalty and interest
provisions for license fees.
